CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No.Exam-2023/(C.R.22/2023)/E.(Trg.).- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to
article 309 of the Constitution of India and in partial supersession of all the existing rules, orders or
instruments issued in this behalf, so far as they are related to the posts of Assistant Engineer (Civil),
Assistant Engineer (Mechanical) and Assistant Engineer (Electrical) in the Maharashtra Engineering
Services, Group B, under the Water Resources Department, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby
pleased to make the following rules for regulating the Departmental Examination (for confirmation)
for the posts of Assistant Engineer (Civil), Assistant Engineer (Mechanical) and Assistant Engineer
(Electrical), Grade-II in the Maharashtra Engineering Services, Group B, (Gazetted), under the
Water Resources Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Assistant Engineer in the Water Resources Department,
Departmental Examination (for confirmation) Rules, 2024.

2. Definitions.— In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—
(a) “Academy” means the Maharashtra Engineering Training Academy, Nashik;
(b) “Appendix” means an Appendix appended to these rules;

(c) “Assistant Engineer” means a person appointed by nomination on the posts of Assistant
Engineer (Civil) Grade II, Assistant Engineer (Mechanical) Grade II or Assistant Engineer
(Electrical), Grade-II as the case may be, in the Maharashtra Engineering Services, Group B
(Gazetted) under the Water Resources Department;

(d) “Examination” means the Departmental Examination for the post of Assistant Engineer
held in accordance with these rules and as per the syllabus prescribed under rule 7 read with
Appendix A and Appendix B;

(e) “Water Resources Department” means the Water Resources Department of the
Government of Maharashtra.

3. Eligibility to appear for Examination.— A person appointed to the post of Assistant Engineer
shall be eligible to appear for the Examination.

4. Period for passing Examination.— (1) The persons appointed by nomination to the post of
Assistant Engineer shall be required to pass the said Examination during their probationary period
or extended probationary period, as the case may be.

(2) If the person is appointed, to the post of Assistant Engineer and is on probation on the date of
publication of these rules, then he shall require to pass the Examination conducted under these rules:
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Provided that, if such person is confirmed on the said post on or before the date of publication
of these rules, then he shall be exempted from passing the said Examination.

5. Consequences of failure to pass Examination within prescribed period.— If the person fails
to pass the Examination within the probation period, he shall liable to be terminated from service.

6. Date of passing.— The day immediately following the next day of the last paper of the
Examination, shall be considered as the date of passing of the Examination.

7. Syllabus.— Pattern of Examination, number of papers, subjects and minimum qualifying
marks to be obtained shall be as specified in Appendix “A” and syllabus of the examination shall
be as specified in Appendix “B” or as the State Government may direct by order, from time to time.

8. Standard of passing.— The standard of passing the Examination, shall be fifty per cent. of the
total marks in each paper. In case of failure, such candidate is required to pass the Examination for
those subjects in which he has failed.

9. Special skills.— The candidate who passes the Examination in first attempt and obtains
seventy per cent. or more marks in any subject, shall be deemed to have passed the Examination
with special skill and an entry to that effect shall be recorded in his service book.

10. Examination when to be conducted.— (i) The Examination shall be held by the Maharashtra
Engineering Training Academy, Nashik once in a year preferably in the month of May or June. The
Examination shall be conducted in English language.

(it) The Academy shall declare result of the Examination within the period of forty-five days
from date of completion of the Examination. The result declared by the Academy shall be final and
delay in announcement of result shall not invalidate the Examination.

11. Conduct in Examination hall.— The Examination Controlling Officer shall restrict the
candidate from appearing for the Examination and prohibit the candidate from appearing for rest
of the papers if he find that the candidate is misbehaving in the manner mentioned below, namely:—

(i) copying, carrying or referring any document, book, mobile, any electronic gadget or any other
material which can be referred for answering the questions;

(it) making conversation with other candidates;

(it1) receiving help from other candidate in any matter;

(iv) copying the answer paper of any other candidate;

(v) tearing the answer sheets;

(vi) any other way or manner of behaviour which may amount to malpractices in the Examination.

12. The Government Resolution No. Wipadho/2620/ C.R.16/Ka.17, dated the 31st March 2021,
regarding the common policy of Departmental Examination and the changes made by the General
Administration Department, from time to time, shall be applicable to this rule.
